Sunday October 5th: At Ghost Town in Manor, Texas The IKTHOF presents The Che Che White Cloud World Knife and Tomahawk conventional accuracy Throwing Championships starting at 9:00am.

The Bob karp master of The Blade Gold Cup

The champion of the Bob Karp master of the Blade Gold Cup will be awarded with a Gold Cup and $1000 winner take all prize.  The Original Bob Karp Master of the Blade Gold Cup will remain at the IKTHOF Headquarters with the Gold Cup winners name engraved on a winner’s plaque, denoting the top Gold Cup winner for that year. TOURNAMENT RULES

Frontiersman Throwing Rules:

All participants must be IKTHOF members. Participation will not be limited.

All participants in the “Fourth Annual Invitational Frontiersman Knife and Tomahawk Championship” will dress in period clothing from the 1830 to the 1880 time period.  A Bowie knife or period knife with a minimum length of 12 inches will be required for the knife portion of the throw.  The knife handle must be made of leather, wood or bone.  A period tomahawk must have a wooden handle and be at least 12 inches in length from the poll of the hawk to the end of the handle.  The blade of the hawk can be no wider than 4 1/2 inches. Each participant will throw at one throwing block with a single playing card from 1 spin knife, 1 spin hawk, 1 ½ spin hawk and 2 spin knife for the first portion of the throw.  Anywhere on the throwing block will score providing the point of the knife or the blade of the hawk is sticking in the throwing block.   After all throwers have completed the first portion of the throw four cards will be added to the throwing block in quadrants for the second portion with the center card remaining.  The throwers will throw to the top right quadrant and must hit the quadrant to score.  The bottom right quadrant will be thrown at 2nd and must hit the quadrant to score.  The bottom left quadrant will be thrown 3rd and must hit the quadrant to score.  The top left quadrant will be thrown 4th and must hit the quadrant to score.  The 5th throw will be at the center card and will score anywhere on the throwing block.  The same rules will apply for the tomahawk.  The quadrant will be thrown from 1 spin with the knife, 1 spin with the hawk, 1 ½ spin with the hawk and 2 spin with the knife.  Center cut 3 points , cut the card 2 points in the correct portion of the block 1 point.  

Bob Karp Master of The Blade Gold Cup Rules:

The IKTHOF Bob Karp master of the Blade Gold Cup tournament will use a double elimination system to determine a winner in a fair and equitable manner. Each thrower will throw the same five knives for each distance: ½ spin (2meters 6ft.6 inches min.), 1 spin (3 meters 9ft 10 inches11 ft. min.), 1 ½ spin (4 meters 13 ft 2 inches. min.), 2 spins ( 5 meters 16 ft 5 inches. min.), 2 ½ spins ( 6 meters 19 ft.8 inches min.), and 3 spins ( 7 meters 23 ft. min.).  Targets will have 10 mm or 4 inch center (worth 5pts.), 20mm ring (worth 4pts.), a 30mm outer ring (worth 3pts.). A 40 mm ring worth 2 points and a 50 mm ring worth 1 point. Knives are scored as they stick, and each thrower must have 3 knives of the same length and style.

Che Che White cloud World Championship rules

Knife Throwing

All categories Expert, Intermediate and Novice throwers will throw 3 knives at 3 targets, 4 times total per distance for a total of 60 knives 15 knives on four separate ranges. Minimum distances are ½ spin (2meters 6ft.6 inches min.), 1 spin (3 meters 9ft 10 inches. min.), 1 ½ spin (4 meters 13 ft 2 inches. min.), 2 spins ( 5 meters 16 ft 5 inches. min.), 2 ½ spins ( 6 meters 19 ft.8 inches min.), and 3 spins ( 7 meters .).  Targets will have 10 mm or 4 inch center (worth 5pts.), 20mm ring (worth 4pts.), a 30mm outer ring (worth 3pts.). A 40 mm ring worth 2 points. and a 50 mm ring worth 1 point. Knives are scored as they stick, and each thrower must have 3 knives of the same length and style.

Tomahawk throwing

All categories Expert, Intermediate and Novice throwers will throw 3 tomahawks at 3 targets, 4 times per distance for a total of 36 tomahawks. Participants will throw a total of 36 hawks per session 9 hawks on four separate ranges. Minimum distances are 1 spin 4 meters or 13 ft 2 inches, 1½ spin, and 2 spins any distance. Tomahawks must be at least 14 inches in length from the end of the handle to the poll of the hawk.

SILHOUETTE:

Throwers will throw 15 knives at specific points each signified by a 10 mm or 4 inch circle. Five down the left side,five down the right side and five above the head of the cutout depicting a person. 5 Points will be given for each circle hit for a maximum score of 75 points. All throws will be thrown from beyond the 3 meter or 9 ft 10 inch mark utilizing either handle or blade.

Fast draw:

Throwers will stand at the one spin position behind the eleven foot line and hold up their throwing hand extended towards the target. Upon the command “draw”, the thrower will pull his knife from his sheath on his belt and stick the knife into an 8 inch paper plate . The fastest knife to the target wins the match. All knives must be completely in a sheath to the handle and placed on the throwers belt at waist level.

Speed Throw:

Throwers will stand at the 2 meter or 6 ft 6 in line. Throwers upon hearing the signal will throw as many knives and stick them into the face of the target as possible for a period of 20 seconds. The thrower with the most knives in the face of the target will win the contest.

Long Distance Knife

Throwers will qualify from beyond the 5 meter or 16 ft 5 inch line. One stick out of five knives is required to continue. All throwers will have numbers. The lowest qualifying number will throw first and will throw five knives at the target from beyond the highest distance of the longest qualifying throw. One knife of the five is all that is required to set a new distance. The next qualifier will throw beyond that distance until a winner is determined.

Long Distance Hawk 

Throwers will qualify from beyond to 7 meter line. One stick out of 5 Hawks is required to continue. All throwers will have numbers. The lowest qualifying number will throw first and will throw five Hawks from beyond the highest distance of the longest qualifying throw. One Hawk of the five is all that is required to set a new distance. The next qualifier will throw beyond that distance until a winner is determined.

Categories: 

Total scores will be added at the end of the tournament and each thrower will be placed in a division according to the following schedule

Knives 

0-99 Novice Division

99-199 Intermediate Division

200-300 Expert Division 

Hawks

0-69 Novice Division

70-119 Intermediate Division

120-180 Expert Division

Targets will be 20 inches in diameter and made up of 5 concentric circles , Bull’s-eyes are 10mm or 4 inches and count as 5 points. 20 mm circles counts as 4 points. 30Mm circle is worth 3 points, 40 mm circle is worth 2 points and 50 mm circle is worth 1 point The point of the weapon must penetrate the target in order to count, and the highest ring penetrated by the weapon will be the score. After a thrower has finished throwing all three knives from the appropriate distance, a range official will approach the targets and call out the scores as they determine they exist. The score keeper will record the score and then the thrower will be allowed to retrieve their weapon. If the range officer cannot determine the score, they will call for another official to confer with over the score. Their decision is final and will be carefully considered to ensure a fair and accurate tournament.
